1.0. PURPOSE:

1.1.  To provide a general description of the duties and responsibilities, qualifications
and physical requirements for the classification of Fire Marshal with the North
County Fire Protection District.

DiSCUSSION:

Over the last fiscal year and into FY22/23, the District has and will experience an
increase of tax revenue. The Preliminary Budget presented herein, reflects a
spending plan for the upcoming fiscal year that will allow the District to meet routine
operational needs and remain fiscally solvent. The budget allows the Board to
analyze overall cash position.

FiscAL ANALYSIS:

REVENUE:

The District is anticipating an approximate increase in property tax revenue of
$184,000 over budgeted in FY 21/22. Ambulance fees were overbudgeted in prior
years but now reflect anticipated net revenue for FY 22/23. This year projections
were based on actual. Prevention fees were exceedingly high in FY 21/22. They
are not anticipated to be as excessive in FY 22/23. Tower Lease agreements
decreased considerably due to only one tower lease this fiscal year.

EXPENSES:

Salaries increased 6.32%, which includes the approximate projection of a 2.5%
salary increase. Healthcare is projected to rise 5% but will be adjusted at the final
budget once numbers are received from PERS. Unfunded Accrued Liability (UAL)
has an increase of 22% over last year's budgeted amount.

The District's budget is dependent on property tax as its primary source of revenue.
Property taxes are distributed monthly by the County of San Diego with the first large
apportionment received in December. Historically, the District has borrowed money from
its own Reserves to cover the shortfall of cash until December, paying the Reserves back
before the end of the fiscal year. The Reserves remain in the black, but are not enough
to conduct routine business for the 6 months necessary.

The County has a program that allows Districts to borrow up to 85% of their anticipated
property taxes to cover this shortfall. This will be the fourteenth year our District has taken
advantage of this program.

DISCUSSION:

The County of San Diego has a program in place that allows special districts to request
temporary transfer of up to 85% of their total anticipated tax revenue for the year in
advance of the actual receipt of those taxes. The funds are repaid from the actual tax
revenue received later in the year. To access this temporary transfer, the Board is
required to adopt the attached resolution.

Although the resolution provides for the potential of the full 85% that is allowable, Staff
would only transfer the funds necessary to bridge the cash-flow needs of the budget.

Staff recommends the Board approve and authorize the Administrative Staff to deliver the Fixed
Charge Special Assessment forms to San Diego Property Tax Services on or before the deadline
of August 10th, 2022.

BACKGROUND:

Community Risk Reduction is responsible for the annual weed abatement of properties with
hazardous growth that is not maintained by property owners. Throughout the year, Staff has
mailed weed abatement notices to those property owners who have a known or existing fire
hazard on their parcel(s). The District maintains a Special Services Agreement with California
Tree Services, Inc. to bring specifically hazardous properties into compliance with North County
Fire Protection District's Ordinance No. 2000-01.

Property owners are required to remove dead/dying vegetation and annual growth from their
property, maintaining the parcel in accordance with the District's Ordinance. Those who have failed
to comply with District notices to abate within a specified time period have been brought to
compliance by the District's Special Service contractor. The property owners have been invoiced
for the final costs and fees associated with abating their parcel.

DISCUSSION:

The majority of property owners who received a Notice to Abate willingly complied within the
timeframe allowed; however, some parcels were cleared by the Fire District. Administrative Staff has

mailed courtesy notices and invoices requesting payment to the following non-compliant property
owners:

This is the final list of
properties eligible for the Special Tax Assessment.

The County of San Diego will reimburse the Fire District for all applicable charges, including the

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board authorizes the continued deployment of a BLS ambulance to the North
Zone for an additional three (3) months.

BACKGROUND:

During the March 2022 Board meeting, the Board approved the trial of a Basic Life
Support (BLS) ambulance staffed with two (2) Single-Role Emergency Medical
Technicians (EMT) to the North Zone to assist with ambulance service surge capacity.

DISCUSSION:

The BLS ambulance was placed into service on April 11, 2022, as a 12-hour resource

stationed at Vista Fire Department Station #6. Since that time, 60 days' worth of data has
been collected.

From April 11, 2022, to June 11, 2022, the BLS ambulance responded to a total of 354
incidents within the jurisdictions of Vista, Oceanside, Carlsbad, and North County Fire.
Of those 354 incidents, the ambulance transported 166 times for a daily transport average
of 2.7 transports per 12-hour shift. in reviewing the automatic aid given and received data
from this same time the data suggests that the BLS ambulance is having a positive impact

by balancing the aid given and received between the cities of Vista, Carlsbad and
Oceanside.

FiSCAL ANALYSIS:

During the first 60 days of operation the personnel costs for the BLS ambulance were
$48,000. Other operating expenses such as fuel and supplies were approximately
$12,000. Based on the information received from the districts third party billing
administrator the preliminary estimated ambulance transport revenue through May 31,
2022, is expected to be approximately $107,000. Due to the billing firm not receiving
actual payments for 30 to 120 days from time of billing, the estimate is based upon
collection rates and payer mix.

Based on these findings, the preliminary data suggests that the BLS ambulance is
currently operating in a financially sustainable manner with potential revenue eamings of
$47,000 for the first 60 days of operation. Staff will continue to monitor the collections
closely to ensure the estimated revenue is realized.

SUMMARY:

Preliminary response data is indicating that the BLS ambulance is having a positive
impact to the North Zone ambulance delivery system while supporting operating costs
through transport revenue. This resource has accomplished its mission to provide the
North Zone ambulance delivery system surge capacity, preserving the North Zone
ambulance delivery system in its entirety.

U.S. Supreme Court Issues Two Decisions Impacting Local Sign Regulations and
Flag Policies

Municipalities throughout the country regulate signs and set policy for flag-flying on public
property. Done right, these are lawful functions of local government; done wrong, they can
be First Amendment landmines. Two recent U.S. Supreme Court decisions refine the map
to navigate this landscape.

Shurtleff v. City of Boston (Flags)

Shurtleff v. City of Boston involved a dispute over Boston’s denial of a request to fly a
religious flag outside City Hall. Boston had allowed private groups to hold flag-raising
ceremonies outside City Hall during which groups could replace the city flag with a flag of

that group's choosing. From 2005 to 2017, Boston approved the raising of approximately
50 unique flags at 284 ceremonies.

The case began after the director of an organization called “Camp Constitution” asked to
fly the “Christian flag"—which, according to Court documents, displayed a red cross on a
blue field against a white background—during an event that would commemorate the “civil
and social contributions of the Christian community.” City staff denied the request, citing
concerns that flying a religious flag at City Hall would violate the Establishment Clause and
that the City had no precedent for flying such a flag. Camp Constitution sued, claiming that
Boston’s denial violated the First Amendment's Free Speech Clause. The District Court
sided with Boston, holding that flying private groups’ flags on City Hall property constituted
“‘government speech” under the First Amendment, which allowed Boston to refuse the flag
request. The First Circuit affirmed.

The Supreme Court reversed, holding that the flag raisings in question amounted to
private—not government—speech due to Boston's “lack of meaningful involvement in the
selection of flags or the crafting of their messages.” In support of this holding, the Court
observed that Boston had no written policy or internal guidance regarding which flags non-
municipal groups could fly and what message those flags might communicate. Instead,
Boston had a “come one, come all” attitude toward private groups’ flags; the city had never
denied a private group’s flag request before this case. Upon classifying the flag raisings as
private speech, the Court concluded that Boston’s refusal to let Camp Constitution fly its
flag violated the Free Speech Clause of the First Amendment.

The Court advised that Boston was free to change its policies to “make clear that it wished
to speak for itself by raising flags.” Tellingly, the Court cited approvingly the flag policy
adopted by San Jose, California. The Court liked that the San Jose policy includes
language stating that San Jose’s “flagpoles are not intended to serve as a forum for free-
expression by the public” and limited its approval of flags flown to those that constitute “an
expression of the City’s official sentiments.” The Court’'s quasi-endorsement of San Jose's
policy strongly suggests that local flag policies with these features would qualify as
government speech allowing a city to permit or reject flying of a flag consistent with the
policies.

City of Austin, Texas v. Reagan National Advertising of Austin (Signs)

This decision involved the Supreme Court’s revisiting of its holding in Reed v. Town of
Gilbert, Arizona. As a recap: in Reed, the Court struck down portions of the Gilbert, Arizona
sign code that subjected ideological, political and directional signs to different rules with
respect to size, location and length of display time. The Court characterized this regulatory
scheme as “content-based” on its face because it subjected signs to different rules
depending upon the message conveyed—whether ideological, political or directional.
Under the Court’s First Amendment precedents, content-based restrictions are subject to
“strict scrutiny” and are “presumptively unconstitutional ... [uniess] the government proves
they are narrowly tailored to serve a compelling government interest.” In Reed, Gilbert
failed to meet this standard.

The Court's decision in City of Austin, Texas v. Reagan National Advertising of Austin
centered on provisions in Austin’s sign code that allowed on-premises signs—but not off-
premises signs—to be digitized. The Court characterized off-premises signs as those that
“advertise things that are not located on the same premises as the sign, as well as signs
that direct people to offsite locations.” The plaintiff, who owned billboards throughout
Austin, argued that the sign code’s separate rules for off-premises and on-premises signs
violated the Free Speech Clause of the First Amendment. The District Court sided with
Austin, finding that the on/off premises distinction giving wider latitude to on-site advertising
was content-neutral under Reed. The distinction did not impose greater restrictions for
political messages, religious messages, or any other subject matter, but only required city
decision-makers, property owners, advertisers and the public to determine whether the
subject matter is located on the same property as the sign. The Fifth Circuit reversed,
holding that the “the fact that a government official has to read a sign’s message to
determine the sign’s purpose is enough to render a regulation content based and subject to
strict scrutiny.” Taken to its extreme, this holding would require that a code allowing on-

premises advertising allow any advertising message (i.e., not just business identification)
on that premises.

The Supreme Court reversed the Fifth Circuit's decision, reasoning that content-based
restrictions subject to heightened scrutiny are those that “discriminate based on the topic
discussed or the idea or message expressed.” Austin’s on/off-premises sign standards did
none of these things; they were simply “location based and content-agnostic” standards

that “did not single out specific subject matter for differential treatment.” Accordingly, the
Court held that the on/off-premises sign standards were content neutral and subject to
“intermediate scrutiny’—a standard of review that requires Austin to show that its on/off-
premises sign distinction is “narrowly tailored to serve a significant government interest.”
This decision aligns the Court's guidance more closely with Justice Kagan’'s concurring
opinion in Reed, where the purpose of the sign (e.g., litter prevention or to show that
“‘George Washington Slept Here”) could serve to justify some disparate messaging
opportunities in the absence of any official message suppression. Justice Kagan had
reasoned—and the Court now held--that in these cases, intermediate scrutiny is
appropriate. Justice Kagan thought Gilbert's ordinance failed both tests, noting that it did
not pass “strict scrutiny, or intermediate scrutiny, or even the laugh test.” The Court sent
the case back to the lower court to determine whether Austin's code could satisfy this
requirement.

Next Steps and Takeaways

In light of the decision in Shurtleff v. City of Boston, municipalities desiring to exercise
discretion regarding the flags flown (and not flown) by private groups on public property
should enact local policies that, among other things, identify the flags that groups can and
cannot fly and what those flags communicate (e.g., the city’s official sentiments).

In light of the decision in City of Austin v. Reagan National Advertising of Austin,
municipalities should consider revisiting their sign codes to ensure that any distinctions
between on-premises and off-premises signs are “location based and content-agnostic”
and do not single out specific subject matter for different treatment.

Senate Bill 450 aims to establish the means for administering the distribution of the funding within
the Special District Fire Response Fund, a subaccount within the California Fire F contact .. b
established as a result of the passage of Proposition 19 (2020). Recent amendment tanguage added a
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new section to the bill, providing specified instructions to the California Office of Emergency Services
(Cal OES) that would affect district eligibility and application procedures.

Recall that, as a result of the passage of Prop. 19, all homeowners who are over 55 {or who meet other
qualifications) are eligible for property tax savings when they move (only inherited properties used as
primary homes or farms would be eligible for property tax savings).

Section 2.2 of Article XlIIA of the California Constitution directs the California Director of Finance, on or
before September 1, 2022, and on or before each subsequent September 1 through September 1,
2027, to calculate the additional revenues and savings that accrued to the state from the
implementation of Section 2.1 {(which eliminated certain tax breaks for certain inherited properties),
including, but not limited to, any increase in state income tax revenues and net savings to the state
arising from any reduction in the state’s funding obligation under Section 8 of Article XV (state-
obligated public schoo! funding), during the immediately preceding fiscal year ending on June 30.

On or before September 1, 2028, and each subsequent September 1 thereafter, the Director of Finance
shall establish the amount of funding by calculating the additional revenues and savings that accrued
to the state from the implementation of Section 2.1, including, but not limited to, any increase in state
income tax revenues and net savings to the state arising from any reduction in the state’s funding
obligation under Section 8 of Article XVI during the immediately preceding fiscal year ending on June
30, then multiplying the amount from the immediately preceding fiscal year ending on June 30 by the
rate of increase in property tax revenues allocated to local agencies in that fiscal year. Upon
determining the respective levels of these funding amounts, 75 percent is placed into the California
Fire Response Fund; 80 percent of that smaller percentage funding is then allocated to the Special
District Fire Response Fund (the other 20 percent is appropriated to the Department of Forestry and
Fire Protection to fund fire suppression staffing). This money will be used to provide grants to
qualifying special districts, with grant terms lasting no shorter than 10 years.

For the funding amount allocated to the Special District Fire Response Fund, 50 percent of the amount
will be used to fund fire suppression staffing in underfunded special districts that provide fire
protection services, were formed after July 1, 1978, and employ full-time or full-time-equivalent
station-based personnel who are immediately available to comprise at least 50 percent of an initial full
alarm assignment. Twenty-five percent will be used to fund fire suppression staffing in special districts
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that provide fire protection services, were formed before July 1, 1978, are underfunded due to a
disproportionately low share of property tax revenue and an increase in service level demands since
July 1, 1978, and employ full-time or full-time-equivalent station-based personnel who are
immediately available to comprise at least half of an initial full alarm assignment. The remaining 25
percent will be used to fund fire suppression staffing in underfunded special districts that provide fire
protection services and employ full-time or full-time-equivalent station-based personnel who are
immediately available to comprise at least 30 percent but less than 50 percent of an initial full alarm
assignment.

In establishing whether a district qualifies as “underfunded,” the State Legislature weighs a number of
factors in a descending order of priority. At the top of the priority list is the degree to which the special
district’s property tax revenue is insufficient to sustain adequate fire suppression, as measured against
the population density, size of the service area, and number of taxpayers within the boundaries of the
special district. The next highest consideration is whether the special district, upon formation, received
a property tax allocation in accordance with Chapter 282 of the Statutes of 1979 (Assembly Bill 8). The
last factor in the priority list for consideration is geographic diversity.

SB 450 would establish Cal OES, in coordination with the board of directors of the FIRESCOPE
Program, as the administrator of the Special District Fire Response Fund. The two entities would be
tasked with developing a standard application form to be used by special districts that provide fire

protection services to apply for grants from the Special District Fire Response Fund that includes, but is
not limited to, all of the following:

« Adescription of a special district’s eligibility to receive a grant pursuant to the funding criteria,
* Specification of the number of additional fire suppression staff that would be supported by the
grant,

* |dentification of the benefits to firefighter health and safety and community response in the
special district, if the grant is funded; and
« Identification of opportunities to leverage other funding sources, if the grant is funded

The bill would also charge Cal OES and the directors of FIRESCOPE with establishing an annual
timeline for special districts that provide fire protection services to apply for grants from the Special
District Fire Response Fund. The text of the measure directs the entities to ensure that underfunded
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special districts that provide fire protection services are aware of the availability of the Special District
Fire Response Fund to expand and increase fire suppression staffing in qualified districts, and are
responsible for the establishment of reporting requirements for special districts that are awarded
grants from the Special District Fire Response Fund. Cal OES and the FIRESCOPE directors are
responsible for the development of metrics for consideration of grant applications consistent with the
priority list of considerations and the 10-year grant terms.

The California Special Districts Association recently adopted a “Support” position on Senate Bill 450.
CSDA will continue to monitor SB 450 and provide its members who offer fire protection services
further updates on this topic as additional information becomes available.

Board Votes to Oversee Grant Program to Harden
Homes in Rural Communities

The County Board of Supervisors voted unanimously Tuesday to establish a

Home Hardening Program as part of a state pilot program to encourage
homeowners to create fire-resistant homes.

San Diego County is one of three counties selected to take part in the California
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Wildfire Mitigation Program which will fund the County initiative. In
December, the Board accepted a $250,000 CAL FIRE/CAL OES grant for the
development of the program. CAL FIRE/CAL OES has since approved the
County’s nearly $25 million grant request to implement the 3-year program.
The funding is expected in the fall which will allow the project to officially kick
off.

“I am proud to serve on a Board that prioritizes fire prevention and
preparedness, especially in the rural areas of my district that we know are
most prone to wildfires,” said County Supervisor Joel Anderson. “Hardening
homes and creating defensible spaces is crucial to saving lives, and I am
grateful that three backcountry communities in District 2 will be given this
opportunity for financial assistance.”

Two of the most effective measures that homeowners can take to protect
themselves and their home from wildfire is maintaining defensible space and
updating their home using fire resistant materials, also called “home
hardening,” San Diego County Fire Chief Tony Mecham said.

The program will provide direct financial assistance, up to $40,000 dollars per
home, to complete defensible space and home hardening retrofit measures.
The program will help some 500 homeowners in the three-year pilot, he said.

“Homes that lack defensible space or were built long before the modernization
of the fire code are far more vulnerable during a wildfire,” San Diego County
Fire Director Jeff Collins said. “The initial phase takes place in one of our
highest at-risk communities, where we intend to better safeguard a number of
homes with fire resistant materials and critical vegetation clearing.”

Based on a detailed analysis of wildfire risk and vulnerability in the county, the
program will assist the communities of Dulzura, Potrero and Campo, which are
the highest areas of need, Mecham said.

County Fire has already started outreach in the community of Dulzura and is
accepting applications for those in the 91917 ZIP Code. The goal is to help
harden 25 homes by year’s end. In 2023, the program will expand to Potrero
with a goal for another 100 homes in both communities. By 2024, they will add
Campo and set a goal to harden 375 more homes in all three communities.
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within 100 feet of a home or accessory unit, will be the first thing that the
program will recommend for funding, if the home needs it.

After those measures, they will look at home modifications prioritized by
vulnerability to embers, radiant heat, and flame. These retrofits may include
replacing roofing with a noncombustible material, installing metal gutters, and
upgrading to dual-paned windows with one pane of tempered glass.

Construction costs will be fully covered for households under 120% of the Area
Median Income. As fire has no economic barriers, homeowners who earn above
the 120% Area Median Income for household will still be able to participate in
the program with a cost share of between 10% to 25% of the total project cost.

When the house in the 4200 block of Paso Del Lagos burned Thursday, June 9 into Friday, June 10,
its metat roof collapsed on top of the burning debris field of what was once a home.

According to North County Fire Protection District spokesman, fire crews spent the immediate
following day at the site, laboriously pulling and pushing, and water spraying the debris field under
the huge roof, to stop the fire and smoldering debris. They secured the perimeter and edges, and
deep under the metal roof. However, places that were more difficult to reach, continue to smolder.
Firefighters do not expect those areas to reignite and spread.

The NCFPD spokesman said the Fire Marshall, because of the roof collapse over the debris field,
can not determine the exact cause of the fire.

A source said it more than likely started somewhere in the kitchen. The home was under
construction.

It also was a rebuild from the Lilac Fire of recent years, according to a source.

The NCFPD spokesman said insurance investigators were on site recently.

North County Fire Protection District responded to the scene of a structure fire located in the 4200
block of Paso Del Lagos in Bonsall Thursday night.

The call first came in at 10:42 p.m. North County Fire Protection District spokesman Capt. John
Choi said.

Firefighters arrived to the location to find the house, which was under construction fully involved,
Choi said.

The homeowners and their two dogs were accounted for,

Choi said that the department faced some unique challenges fighting the blaze.
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"We had a couple of significant challenges on this house fire that created,” he said, adding that the
fire had spread into the attic. "So it was across the entire attic, was burning across the joists and the
rafters which made the area unstable.”

Choi said the fact that the roof was metal also created issues for firefighters.

“If it's a metal roof there is no cutting oval in it to make entry, there is no going on the roof and there
is no operation that will penetrate the roof," he said. "The conditions of the fire made it very unstable
for crews to go inside.

"We determined the safest way to attack this fire was from a defensive posture. Fighting the fire from
the outside of the structure" Choi said.

"The best strategy was to perform a controlled burn down of the structure and to protect the
exposures. It was unsafe to enter due to the fire damage of the unprotected and exposed wood; the
fire had spread throughout the house; and the attic space was compromised with that metal roof. All
that made it unsafe to extinguish from the interior and we had to extinguish from the exterior," he
said.

"We did a full burn down of the structure so that way the roof would collapse inward and give us
access to all the hidden spaces of the fire," Choi said. "Otherwise we wouldn't have been able to
fully extinguish this fire."

Firefighters also kept the structure fire from spreading to nearby vegetation.

In all, three NCFPD engines, the NCFPD Battalion Chief, the NCFPD Fire Marshall, the NCFPD Fire
Chief, one Vista Fire Department Engine and Rescue Ambulance, two Oceanside Fire Department
engines, and a Light and Air unit from San Diego City Fire Department were all on scene.

The Light and Air unit was there to provide lights to the scene and to also replenish air tanks that
fire crews had to wear.

Choi explained that material used in building are highly toxic as they burn, so even though fire
fighters did not enter the structure, the fumes from burning materials was toxic, so they alt wore
masks and tanks.

Fire crews will take turns throughout the day watching the fire and knocking down any hot spots,
Choi said.

"It will be a physically intensive day of pulling and moving the debris around and watering it down,”
the spokesman said.

Cause of the fire is under investigation.

The district crews respond to multiple, diverse calls every day

North County Fire Protection District responded to a fire alarm this morning, May 31, at Fallbrook
High School.

According to the NCFPD spokesman, someone on campus was vaping too close to the fire alarm.

“it (alarm) worked as it was supposed to,” the NCFPD spokesman said. “So this time it wasn't a
false alarm.”

That was just one call in a very busy day for NCFPD. Engine teams from all the stations in the
district attend to multiple calls each day that vary from medical aids, to public services, to actual
fires, to floods, and more.

The stories the newspaper chooses to run are picked from dozens of daily calls NCFPD receive.
The paper writer picks stories with a broader interest. “We can not report on every medical aid the
NCFPD crews attend to every day multiple times a day,” said Journalist Karen Ossenfort.

“We want our readership to know that NCFPD crews tackle a myriad of calls each day. They don't
just rescue cats stuck on roofs or in trees or chimneys. Crews don't just put out fires somewhere
every day. They actually do an incredible amount more than that. We just report a tiny bit of what
they do every day,” Ossenfort said.

CalPERS
and CalSTRS, the two largest pension funds, both report significant gaps in their estimated pension
