During the start of our week-long heat wave, units were dispatched to a reported vehicle
fire in the area of Calle De La Vuelta and SR-76. The weather was 95°F, 33% RH and
winds were 5-10 mph out of the SW.

Dispatch reported to responding units that the fire was spreading to the brush. While
crews were still getting their gear on, Mr. Michel, who was in his County Roads utility
truck, pulled over to help. He noticed the vehicle was not on fire; however, the brush
directly next to the vehicle was on fire. Mr. Michel grabbed his fire extinguisher and
successfully extinguished the 5’ by §' brush fire. Mr. Michel remained at the scene and
supported the fire investigator with his fire report.

Our community has experienced significant fires that have impacted so many lives. Its
actions, like the ones taken by Mr. Mitchel, that make a tremendous difference in our
community.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETINGS

1.0. MEETINGS:

1.1. TIME AND PLACE: The Regular Meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held
on the fourth Tuesday of each month.
|
1.1.1. Except as otherwise provided in herein, the Regular Meetings shall commence
at the hour of 4:00 P.M., at the location designated by the Board at the Board
meeting at the beginning of each calendar year.

1.1.2. The Board shall provide by resolution, ordinance, bylaws or by whatever other
rule is required for the conduct of business, a time and place for holding
regular meetings.

1.2. ADMITTANCE: All meetings are open to the public. Closed Sessions may be held
as permitted by the Ralph M. Brown Act. Such Closed Session matters are not
conducted in public. Government Code §§ 54950-54963.

1.3. SPECIAL MEETINGS: Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called
in the manner provided by state law with twenty-four (24) hour notice (Government
Code § 54956 (a)).

1.3.1. A Special Meeting may be called at any time by the Presiding Officer of Board,
or by a majority of the Members of the Board, by delivering written notice to
each Member of the Board and to each local newspaper of general circulation
and radio or television station requesting notice in writing and posting a notice
on the local agency’s Internet Web site. The notice shall be delivered
personally or by any other means and shall be received at least twenty-four
(24) hours before the time of the meeting as specified in the notice. The call
and notice shall specify the time and place of the special meeting and the
business to be transacted or discussed. No other business shall be
considered at these meetings by the Board.

1.3.2. Special Meetings in the form of workshops and study sessions may be called
to implement policy, study budget, study salaries or other areas that pertain
to the District that are open to the public.

1.3.3. Notwithstanding any other law, the Board shall not call a Special Meeting
regarding the salaries, salary schedules or compensation paid in the form of
fringe benefits, of the Fire Chief/CEQ, as defined Government Code § 3511.1
(d) (Government Code § 54956 (b)).

OARD OF DIRECTORS MEETINGS

1.4. EMERGENCY MEETINGS: Emergency meetings of the Board of Directors may
be called in the manner provided by state law without complying with the twenty-
four (24) hour notice or posting requirements (Government Code § 54956.6).

1.4.1. EMERGENCY SITUATION REFERS TO BOTH:

1.4.1.1. An emergency, which shall be defined as a work stoppage, crippling
activity or other activity that severely impairs public healith, safety or both,
as determined by a majority of the Members of the Board; and/or

1.4.1.2. A dire emergency, which shall be defined as a crippling disaster, mass
destruction, terrorist act or threatened terrorist activity that poses peril so
immediate and significant that it requires the Board to provide one-hour
notice before holding an emergency meeting that may endanger the public
health, safety or both, as determined by a majority of the Members of the
Board.

1.4.2. Each local newspaper of general circulation, radio or television station that
has requested notice of Special Meetings pursuant to Government § 54956,
shall be notified by the Presiding Officer or designee thereof, one (1) hour
prior to the emergency meeting, or in the case of a dire emergency, at or near
the time that the Presiding Officer notifies the Members of the Board of the
emergency meeting. The notice shall be given by telephone and all telephone
numbers provided in the most recent request of a newspaper or station for
notification of Special Meetings shall be exhausted. In the event that
telephone services are not functioning, the notice requirements shall be
deemed waived and Presiding Officer shall notify entities of the fact of the
holding of the emergency meeting, the purpose of the meeting and any action
taken at the meeting as soon after the meeting as possible.

1.4.3. During an Emergency Meeting, the Board may meet in Closed Session pursuant
to Government Code § 54957 if agreed to by a two-thirds vote of the Members
of the Board present, or if less than two-thirds of the Members are present, by a
unanimous vote of the Members present.

2.3. If a Member arrives after a meeting convenes, the Board SeeretarsClerk shall note
his/her arrival in the minutes.

2.4. The Fire Chief/CEQO or his/her designee shall attend all regular and speciai
Meetings of the Board unless otherwise specified by the Board.

2.4.1. ABSENCES: If any Member of the Board is unable to attend a meeting, the
Board Member shall, if possible, notify the Board President and/or the Board
SeeretaryClerk prior to the meeting and advise the reasons therefore.

3.0. AGENDAS:

3.1. POSTING: The Agenda for regularly scheduled and Committee meetings shali be
posted seventy-two (72) hours prior or as required by the Board. Copies of the
Agenda shall be made available to the pubtic at the Board Meeting.

3.2. The Agenda shall be posted at the following locations: [1] At the Administrative
Headquarters front public display case at the main entrance, [2] at the Roy Noon
Meeting Hall front public display case at the main entrance, [3] at the meeting
location in a conspicuous location; and [4] on the District website.

3.3. DISTRIBUTION: Any writings given to a majority of the Board must be made
available to the general public so long as those writings are public records. Ifthese
writings are distributed to Members of the Board before the meeting, such writings
must be made available to the public before the meeting. By the same token, any
writings distributed to the Board during the course of the meeting must also be

made available to the public at that time and will comply with the Government
Code.
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3.3.1. The major exception to the obligation to provide the public with access to any
writings distributed to Members of the Board, are those that deal with matters
properly discussed in closed sessions or protected under the Government
Code; those are to remain confidential. Nothing in this |aw prevents the Board
from charging a fee or deposit for a copy of public records pursuant to the
Government Code.

3.4. CONTENT: The Agenda shall include those matters, complete with pertinent
department papers, reports and supporting documentation relating to each matter,
addressed to the Board for action.

step down.

7.5.4. "True threat of force” means a threat that has sufficient indicia of intent and
seriousness, that a reasonable observer would perceive it to be an actual
threat to use force by the person making the threat.

7.5.5. REMOVAL OF DISRUPTIVE/THREATING INDIVIDUAL:

7.5.5.1. The Presiding Member of the legislative body conducting a meeting
or_their designee may remove, or cause the removal of, an individual for
disrupting the meeting. Everyone, even persons disrupting a meeting, will
be treated with dignity and respect.

7.5.5.2. Prior to removing an individual, the Presiding Member or their
designee shall warn the individual at least twice that their behavior is
disrupting the meeting and that their failure to cease their behavior will result
in their removal._If the disruptive behavior continues after the warnings, the
Presiding Member or their designee, on a motion, second and vote of the
Board members in attendance, remove or cause to remove the disruptive
individual {or group).

NEwW EMPLOYEE PAYROLL

1.0. PURPOSE:

1.1. To establish a procedure for processing new employee’s payroll and benefits in
order to successfully commence employment with the District.

2.0. POLICY:

2.1. ltis the Policy of NCFPD to ensure prompt provision of payroll and benefits to all
employees so employees may enjoy receive continuous, uninterrupted pay and
benefits. New employees shall receive payroll and benefit information upon
commencement of employment with the District.

3.0. PROCEDURE:

3.1. The following procedures pertain to an employee’s payroll processing. For
detailed information on orientation, refer to the “Employee Orientation Policy.” For
detailed information on payroll processing, refer to the Payrolt Processing Policy.

3.2. EMPLOYEE PROCESSING:

3.21. EMPLOYEE NUMBER: Employee numbers signify date of hire and a
chronological listing of employees hired within a given year. These numbers
indicate seniority within the District (by date of hire) and are utilized to identify
employees on all official forms, documents and correspondence. An
employee number is a six-digit number which is calculated in the following
manner:

3.21.1. Note the calendar year of employment. This comprises of the first four
digits of the employee number. Part-time employees shall be issued a
new number upon assignment to a full-time position.

3.2.1.2. Note the last two digits of the last empioyee hired in the same calendar
year. If none, the new employee would be the first employee hired for a
given year.

3.2.1.3. If more than one employee commences employment on the same date,
obtain a numerical ranking order from Operations.

The Final Budget presented herein reflects a balanced spending plan for the upcoming
Fiscal Year that will aliow the District to meet routine operational needs.

FisCAL ANALYSIS:
REVENUE:

The District realized a 4.79% increase in last year's property tax funding over the
previous year. Finance budgeted an increase of $775,927, which represents a 4.5%
increase from actual FY21/22 to budget FY22/23. The balance of increase in revenue is
directly related to increasing property tax

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. That the Board of Directors hold the scheduled public hearing on the second
reading for Adoption of California Fire Code 2022 Edition and the 2021
International Fire Code with Certain Amendments, Additions and Deletions
(Ordinance 2022-01).

BACKGROUND:

As in years past, the Fire District must meet certain guidelines in order to successfully
adopt an ordinance. This is the first reading of the District’'s adoption of the California Fire
Code, with certain amendments. The Board of Directors may choose to either adopt the
ordinance at the end of the public second hearing, or take no action, in which case the
District would be narrowly limited to the California Fire Code, as currently published,
without any amendments. Upon final adoption, the District must publish the ordinance
in a newspaper of general circulation.

The Green/Hansen Act also requires fire districts, which adopt amendments more
stringent than the state, to submit these amendments for ratification to the County Board
of Supervisors. We must submit them for review no less than thirty days before the public
hearing, and then submit them for ratification upon adoption of the Ordinance.

DISCUSSION:

On July 1, 2022, the State of California published the 2022 California Fire Code, which

was based upon the 2021 International Fire Code. The effective date is

January 1, 2023. The State of California amended the 2021 International Fire Code (IFC)

to include State amendments. The IFC is developed by a committee made up of building
officials, fire service personnel, building industry individuals and other interested parties
from all over the United States.

The California Fire Code 2022 Edition focuses exclusively on minimum fire-safety
standards for new construction and existing conditions within the District, as it relates to
the mitigation of hazard to life and property from fire, explosion and matters related to the
construction and installation of fire systems. This adoption will bring all fire protection
districts in San Diego County under one California Fire Code, 2022 Edition, which
includes a standard set of amendments. Those amendments must be based upon certain
findings, which are provided for reference (Attachment ‘A- Findings'). Other fire agencies
are submitting to their Boards/Councils a similar ordinance to adopt the &alifornia Fire
Code 2022 with amendments, additions and deletions.

Adoption of a local Fire Code is one of the most important functions of the Board of
Directors. The Fire Code sets the minimum fire-safety standards for new construction
and existing operations within the jurisdiction. When coupled with specific findings
required under California law, the Board of Directors has been able to significantly
improve fire safety within our communities.

A countywide Fire Marshal working group, which included building officials, developed
the proposed Ordinance for the adoption of the California Fire Code 2022 Edition with
amendments. The Ordinance presented does not conflict with the proposed fire or
building codes for the County of San Diego or our previous adoption. Our amendments
match the County Ordinance (known now as the Consolidated Fire Code) as closely as
possible. The amendments proposed to you in our adoptive Ordinance, reflect the
conditions we believe are of particular interest to our Fire District. A summary of those
amendments is provided in Attachment ‘B — "Index by Code Section.’

It is the professional opinion of the work group and Staff that the amendments to the fire
code ordinance reflect the needs of the District. Staff recommends the Adoption of the
Ordinance 2022-01, using the adoptive process as identified above.

FISCAL IMPACT: None.

SUMMARY:

Adoption of 2022-01 will allow the District to impiement best practices for enforcement of
fire and life safety standards and align its fire code with all other fire districts within the
County. A second reading will be presented at the October Board Meeting for final
approval.

The permit shall apply to a specific site and shall be valid for a period not to
exceed one year.

BLAST SITE. The geographically defined area, as shown on a project map or plot plan,

An activity that mechanically reduces the size of organic
matter.

COMPOSTING OPERATION. An operation that is conducted for the purpose of
producing compost.

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DEAD-END ROAD. A road that has only one point of vehicular ingress/egress, including
cul-de-sacs and looped roads.

FIRE APPARATUS ACCESS ROAD. A road that provides fire apparatus access from
a fire station to a facility, building or portion thereof.

FIRE DEPARTMENT. Any regularly organized fire department, fire protection district,
fire company, or legally formed volunteer fire department registered with the County of
San Diego regularly charged with the responsibility of providing fire protection to a
jurisdiction.
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FIRE HAZARD. Any condition or conduct which:(a) increases or may increase the threat
of fire to a greater degree than customarily recognized as normal by persons in the public
service regularly engaged in preventing, suppressing or extinguishing fire or (b) may
obstruct, delay, hinder or interfere with the operations of the fire department or the egress
of occupants in the event of fire.

FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT. Any fire protection district created under State law
and any water district providing fire protection services.

A strip of land where combustible vegetation has been
thinned or modiﬁttl or both and partially or totally replaced fvith approved fire-resistant
and/or irrigated plants to provide an acceptable level of risk 'from vegetation fires. Fuel
modification reduces the radiant and convective heat on a structure and provides valuable

defensible space for firefighters to make an effective stand against an approaching fire
front.

GREENWASTE. Organic material that includes, but is not limited to, yard trimmings,
plant waste, manure, untreated wood wastes, paper products and natural fiber products.

HARDSCAPE. Concrete, gravel, pavers or other non-combustible material.

HAZARDOUS FIRE AREA. Any geographic area mapped by the State or designated by
a local jurisdiction as a moderate, high or very high fire hazard area or which the FAHJ has
determined is a hazardous fire area, because the type and condition of vegetation,

topography, weather and structure density increase the probability that the area will be
susceptible to a wildfire. 4

HOGGED MATERIALS. Mill waste consisting mainly of hogged bark but may include a
mixture of bark, chips, dust or other by-product from trees and vegetation. |

INSPECTOR. For the purposes of sections 96.1. 5601.2, an inspector is a person on the
[ssuing Officer’s approved list of inspectors authorized to conduct inspections, before and
after a blast.

SKY LANTERN. An unmanned device with a fuel source that incorporates an open flame
in order to make the device airborne. .

STATIC PILE. A composting process that is similar to the aerated static pile except that
the air source may or may not be controlled. i

STRUCTURE. That which is built or constructed, an edifice or building of any kind, or
any piece of work artificially built up or composed of parts joined together in some manner.

TRAVEL TIME. The estimated time it would take for a responding agency to travel from
the fire station to the furthest structure in a proposed development project, determined by
measuring the safest, most direct, appropriate and reliable route with consideration given
to safe operating speeds for heavy fire apparatus. |

LWINDROW COMPOSTING PROCESS. The process in which compostable material

is placed in elongated piles. The piles or windrows are aerated and/or mechanically tumed
on a periodic basis.

On July 26, 2022 the Board approved Resolution 2022-15 authorizing the District to
participate in PARS Section 115 Post-Employment Benefits Trust Program. The Board
requested an Investment Guidelines Document (IGD) on the investment goals and
objectives.

DISCUSSION:

PARS provides flexibility to the District in the selection of the investment strategy for its
funds in the Trust, giving the District control on target yield and level of risk on its
investments. The District has the ability to select one of five Investment Options that best
suits its desired or expected return on its investments in the Trust. Each Investment
Option allocates the assets in varying investment combinations of equity, fixed income,
and cash. With each Investment Option, as the expected rate of return increases so does
the assumed risk.

Governor Nivsom Signs Senate Bill 1100 into Law, Amending the Brown Act to Add
a Provision Addressing Public Decorum Standards at Open Meetings

Last week, Governor Newsom signed Senate Bill 1100 (SB 1100) into law. SB 1100 amends the
Ralph M. Brown Act (Brown Act) to provide clarification regarding the authority of a local agency's
governing body to remove a disruptive member of the public from an open meeting, in order to
maintain order during the meeting. The California Legislature enacted SB 1100 partially in response
to an escalation of threats made against public officials during open meetings, as agencies sought
to enact restrictions designed to slow the spread of the coronavirus, as well as arising from public
conversations and debate regarding systemic racism and LGBTQ+ rights. The Legislature noted
that governing bodies have, at times, had to end meetings as a result of disruptive behavior. SB
1100 aims to protect the public and public officials from threats and ensure that public access is not
impeded by disruptive behavior.

The Brown Act currently permits a governing body to enact reasonable regulations governing public
participation at open meetings, but forbids governing bodies from prohibiting “public criticism of the
policies, procedures, programs, or services of the agency, or of the acts or omissions of the
legislative body.” SB 1100 clarifies that despite such a prohibition, there are certain circumstances
under which a governing body may remove a member of the public from a meeting.

Specifically, SB 1100 adds Section 54957.95 to the Government Code, effective January 1, 2023.
Under this amendment to the Brown Act, when a member of the public is disruptive in a meeting, a
governing body must warn them that their behavior is disruptive and that if they do not stop their
behavior, the governing body may remove them from the meeting. If the member of the public does
not promptly cease their behavior, the governing body's presiding member or their designee may
order their removal. SB 1100 defines disruptive behavior as behavior that “actually disrupts,
disturbs, impedes, or renders infeasible the orderly conduct of the meeting,” including but not limited
to, behavior that, (1) violates one of the governing body's regulations addressing the conduct of
open meetings, or (2) a reasonable observer would perceive as a threat to use force by that member
of the public. In enacting SB 1100, the Legisiature sought to balance concerns regarding public
decorum and protecting public officials’ safety, with the public’s rights to free speech and assembly
under the State and Federal Constitutions.

While SB 1100 does not go into effect until January 1, 2023, agencies can prepare now to
implement the clarifications that SB 1100 makes to a governing body’s statutory authority to regulate
public decorum. Notably, SB 1100's legislative declarations make clear that the Bill codifies the
standards that govern public meetings under Acosta v. City of Costa Mesa (9th Cir. 2013) 718 F3d
800, 811. In Acosta, the Court stated that a municipality may regulate an actual disturbance of a
meeting, but it cannot just define a disturbance as “any violation of its rules of decorum.” Consistent

with Acosta, so long as a public agency maintains reasonable regulations governing public
disturbances at open meetings, those regulations will likely comply with both the current, as well as
the newly amended version of the Brown Act. For example, current regulations that permit the
removal of a disruptive member of the public absent a warning are likely unreasonable under both
Acosta and SB 1100.

We should consider reviewing the current regulations in anticipation of January 1, 2023.

Earlier this week, Governor Newsom signed Assembly Bill 2449 (Rubio), an act related to the Brown
Act, into law. AB 2449 would provide for an alternative means of teleconferencing under the Brown Act.

AB 2449 establishes a new avenue for a minority of a local agency’s board to meet remotely without
noticing or providing public access to their remote meeting location under modified Brown Act
requirements provided that the agency abides by the strict substantive and procedural requirements
within the legislation and a quorum of the board meets in-person, Local agencies may avail
themselves of the alternative agenda posting and teleconference requirements, potentially making it
easier for local agency board members to participate in a meeting remotely under certain
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Brown Act Legislation, AB 2449 (Rubio), Signed into Law https://www.csda.net/blogs/marcus-detwiler/2022/08/16/brown...

circumstances that would’ve otherwise precluded that participation.

The freedoms granted by AB 2449 may be familiar to those accustomed to holding meetings under the
framework established by Assembly Bill 361 (R. Rivas, 2021). AB 361 remains in effect through 2023 and
can still be used by local agencies during any state-declared emergency. If signed into law, the
provisions of AB 2449 would provide an entirely separate and distinct method of conducting remote
meetings from that provided by AB 361. Therefore, local agencies would have the option to conduct
remote meetings under the provisions of AB 2449, AB 361, or traditional Brown Act teleconference
requirements. Local agencies may also choose to conduct public meetings entirely in-person under
the Brown Act.

Bivalent Boosters Available and Encouraged

The County of San Diego Health and Human Services Agency is encouraging
San Diegans to stay current on their COVID-19 vaccine doses ahead of the
upcoming winter months.

“COVID-19 vaccines and boosters are our best protection
against the virus and I encourage anyone who is eligible for
a booster to get one,” said Wilma J. Wooten, M.D., M.P.H.,
County public health officer. “While COVID-19 numbers are
currently trending down, the virus remains active and

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infectious in our community and we anticipate more cases
in the coming months as people move activities indoors.”

So far, close to 1.45 million San Diegans have received a regular booster since
they became available. The County has administered more than 400 bivalent

boosters since limited supplies started arriving earlier this month, while the

total from all providers has surpassed 34,000.

The new bivalent boosters were developed to generate an immune response
from the original COVID-19 virus, as well as the BA.4 and BA.5 Omicron
subvariants. The Omicron variants are still causing the majority of new
COVID-19 infections in the region. |

The Pfizer/BioNTech bivalent booster is available for individuals age 12 and
older. Moderna bivalent boosters are authorized for those age 18 and older, but
are currently not readily available in the region as the County is awaiting
additional vaccine allocations from the state.

The bivalent boosters have not yet been authorized for children under the age
of 12. Youths in that age group can get boosted with the previous version of the
monovalent Pfizer vaccine.

San Diegans must be fully vaccinated with the primary series of one of the
approved COVID-19 vaccines before receiving a bivalent booster, meaning they
must have received the two-dose primary series of Pfizer, Moderna, or the
relatively new Novavax. All of those vaccines remain widely available. Also
eligible for the bivalent booster are those who received at least one shot of the
Janssen vaccine, which is no longer widely available.

Anyone who wants to get a bivalent booster must wait at least eight weeks
after they received a previous COVID-19 vaccine until they are eligible. In

addition, anyone who is fully vaccinated and recently tested positive for
COVID-19, should wait three months after infection to get a bivalent booster.

Data Reporting Changes

As COVID-19 activity continues to trend down in the region, and to alien with
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COVID-19 data once a week.

Starting next week, local COVID-19 data will be updated on the coronavirus-
sd.com page on Thursdays only, instead of twice a week on Mondays and
Thursdays.

NCFPD Captain Choi explains importance of evacuation
preparedness and orders

In light of the recent evacuations due to the Fairview Fire, Captain and PIO John Choi of the North
County Fire Protection District spoke to the Valley News about the importance of evacuation orders
and how folks can remain prepared in case of fire or emergency.

Evacuation orders and warnings are sent out as early as possible in an effort to give people enough
time to prepare and leave. Evacuation orders may be imminent, and the only notification people may
get is an officer knocking on their door or a helicopter saying evacuate. After getting orders, people
may look out their window and see a bit of smoke but believe that the fire is not an immediate threat.
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According to PIC Choi, time is the biggest factor. Individuals who leave their homes sooner have a '

higher chance of not getting caught in a fire that may impact evacuation routes. Evacuation is not
the time to wait and think.

"We've seen unfortunate scenarios where people have waited too long and they're trapped with fire
on both sides of the road. They're either stopped by a burning car or a car accident because
somebody hit another vehicle in the smoke. Don't wait when you get those orders, get out quickly
before that cloud of smoke comes into your area." Choi said.

The situation gets worse when people cannot see. With fire on both sides of the road, the likelihood
of getting burned alive is very high. Evacuation orders insinuate that there is an immediate threat to
life, it is a lawful order made to give people an ample amount of time to survive. The way the district
triggers an Evacuation Warning into an Evacuation Order is through prearranged trigger and
decision points. When a fire hits a certain roadway, a warning is changed into an order.

Some people have opted to stay at home because they think they'll survive it. Choi claimed this to
be a problem, as it does not matter if staying at home has worked in the past. In the case of the
current Fairview fire, it is not doing what it historically has done before. A wind pattern will generally
push a fire in a certain direction, but the fire is moving in erratic directions, making it dynamic.

"You're gambling. It is no different than a person who may have made it home without putting on
their seatbelt many, many times. You're playing against the odds. We know what these fires can do.
We've had firefighters die in full-firefighting gear, protecting homes. A civilian doesn't have the gear,
they don't have the training. Heeding evacuation orders is the best way to save your family and
yourself in these fast moving dynamic fire situations," Choi stated.

Choi encourages anyone who resides in a fire-prone area to remain aware of the weather
conditions. He said the National Weather Service for Riverside and San Diego is a reliable source to
obtain the weather forecast and know what to expect. Choi also explained the "Ready, Set, Go"
program. The "Ready” part asks people to have paperwork and documents in a protected binder,

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list of," Choi said.

In doing this, folks will be in that "Set" mode. All they have to do is jump in their car and leave. In
explaining this program, Choi also distinguished the major categories of belongings people should
pack before evacuation orders.

Next he mentioned "Ps" The most important thing to prioritize are people and pets. Have enough
space for the kennel and have all people and pet needs. Following that are prescriptions, things that
may be harder to obtain. This includes hypertension medications, high cholesterol medication,
diabetic medication; anything that is absolutely needed regularly. Then come papers, informed
documents, the ownership of the house, house insurance information, birth certificates, passports
and valuable things that cannot be replaced like wedding photos and family photos.

The next thing to pack are personal needs. Objects like clothing, food, water, first-day cash, credit
cards, chargers, anything needed to function, as though you were going on a vacation. Finally, any
priceless items. One example might be a wedding ring that has been handed down From generation
to generation.

"These lists are hard to do. A lot of it is letting go because you can't hook your car to a U-Haul. You
have to go through and identify what your absolutes are; have it in the trunk ready to go with a full
tank of gas on critical days. That's what we call the Ready, Set, Go program. The ready part is
throughout the year." Choi said.

Once the rainfall dries up, everyone will be right back in the dangers of a "catastrophic” wildfire
season. Choi implores that this would be a great time to get things ready, but to also continue
heeding evacuation warnings.

For first-responders, nothing is more horrible than having to report that someone has died or was
seriously injured because they didn't evacuate in time, or didn't evacuate at all. This increases the
probability of firefighters also getting injured, because they will have to take more risks to save lives.
If lives are present, the firefighting job becomes difficult and the mission will shift.

"We're going to do more things to try to save that life because we can't just leave. A house can be
rebuilt, but a tife once it's gone, it's gone. We ask all the residents, if you're in an evacuation zone,
please evacuate. There's not a house that's worth your life and every one of your family members
will say the same thing," he said.

NCFPD contracts with Hoch Consulting for grant

The North County Fire Protection District board approved a contract with Hoch Consulting for
services to identify potential grant opportunities.

A 5-0 vote Aug. 23 approved the execution of the contract with Hoch Consulting. Hoch's tasks will
include identifying and researching grant funding opportunities, proposal writing, and post-award
administration. Any large grant applications will be brought to the NCFPD board for review and
approval. Hoch will be paid up to $30,000 for the services provided.

Over the past three years Hoch Consulting has obtained more than $57 million in grants or rebates
for local cities or public agencies.

Hoch Consulting previously worked with the City of Oceanside to obtain a United States
Department of Defense grant for a replacement fire station. That grant program provides funding for
communities which support military readiness.

“I'm interested in pursuing the same grant opportunity for our facility needs here,” said NCFPD fire
chief Keith McReynolds.

McReynolds noted that NCFPD personnel often collaborate with Camp Pendleton firefighters. “We
give a fair amount of support to that agency,” he said.

The North County Fire Protection District plans to replace or significantly renovate Station 1 which
is currently on lvy Street and Station 4 in Pala Mesa. “Hopefully we would be able to secure that

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Hoch Consuiting was founded in 2012 and moved its office from the Kearny Mesa area of San

The NCFPD board voted 5-0 Aug. 23 to authorize district staff, in conjunction with Erickson-Hall, to

develop a request for proposals to construct the facility enhancement projects at the NCFPD
headquarters building.

“We are putting together a scope of work for some upgrades to our administrative facility on Main
Street,” said NCFPD Fire Chief Keith McReynolds.

NCFPD moved its administrative offices from lvy Street to Main Avenue in 2009. Neither the
building nor the grounds have had upgrades or significant repairs since then. In addition to
enhancing the aesthetics of the property, the upgrades will increase security and reduce tripping
hazards. A recent site safety inspection conducted by NCFPD staff indicated the need for multiple
repair and improvement projects on and arcund the premises.

NCFPD staff and Erickson-Hall are working on a scope of work for the RFP. The scope of work
currently includes asphalt repair and resurfacing, exterior door replacement, building entry control,
a visitor parking stall meeting current Americans with Disabilities Act standards, exterior paint and
window coverings, a new sign to replace the light-emitting diode sign which no longer functions,

exterior lighting, and landscape enhancements. Additional items may be added to the scope of
work.

“That will go out as an RFP,” McReynolds said.

The fire started about 1:35 p.m. off Sandia Creek Road north of De Luz Road, in an
unincorporated community north of Fallbrook. The flames took off at a moderate

rate, up a rugged hillside, according to Cal Fire San Diego Capt. Thomas Shoots.

He initially said the fire was a “big concern” because of the heat and the dry, ready-to-
burn brush in the area. The temperature there hit 92 degrees around the time the fire
broke out, according to the National Weather Service.

There was no immediate threat to structures, although deputies went to several

homes in the sparsely populated area to warn residents about the possibility of
evacuation orders, authorities said.

Four planes that drop fire retardant and two water-dropping helicopters were sent to
assist firefighters on the ground. Shoots said the retardant drops helped “box in” and
slow down the fire.

Deputies closed a stretch of Sandia Creek Road to northbound traffic while
firefighters attacked the blaze.
